A specific gift

items of value such as
jewellery, artwork,
buildings or land. This also
includes investment shares
as they don'’t have a fixed
financial value.

Why should | make a Will?

Having an up-to-date Will is the only way to make sure that
your loved ones, and any charities or organisations you care
about, are provided for in the way that you wish after your
death. Without a Will, the law decides who gets what and
how much.

Is making a Will
expensive or difficult?

Making a Will need not be expensive or difficult. To find a
solicitor in your area, visit The Law Society

What if | want to
amend an existing Will?

A solicitor can assist in making a change to an existing Will by
adding a codicil. This needs to be signed and witnessed in the
same way that a Will is. Do not make changes to your existing
Will without professional legal help as you may accidentally
render it invalid.

What about tax?

Gifts in Wills to Lymphoma Action are exempt from inheritance
tax. Currently inheritance tax on non-charitable bequests above
the threshold of £325k is charged at 40%, but is reduced further
if you give more than 10% of the net value of your estate to
charity. The threshold can vary over time and more information
can be found on the HMRC website:
